About Qazvin 

Qazvin Province, which is approximately 15626 km
2
 (about 1% of the total land area of the country), 

covers 6 cities, 19 districts, 25 towns, 46 rural districts and 1127 villages (876 villages are inhabited and 

251 villages are uninhabited.)  

The cities of this province include Qazvin, Takestan, Buin Zahra, Abyek, Alborz and Avaj. 

Qazvin covers a population of 1274496 based on the 2017 census that includes 1.6 percent of the total 

population of the country. 51.50% of the population is male and 48.95% of the population is female. 

Moreover, 23.66% of the population is in age group of 0-14, 70.34% is in age group of 15-64 and 6% is 

in age group of 65 and older. 77.30% of the population is urban and 22.7% is rural in 2017. The number 

of households is 365781 and family size or average number of every household member has been 3.4 

people based on the 2017 census. The relative population density of the province is 81.6 people per 

square kilometer (the average population density of the country has been 49.1).

Office for Inspection and Response to Complaints  

In its 82
nd

 meeting in March 5, 2000, the Supreme Administrative Council of the Country approved that 

the Offices for Inspection and Response to Complaints start working as separate offices based on the 

instructions and rules as well as under the supervision of the highest executive officer in order to improve 

the level of accountability for client complaints in the ministries and government agencies, strengthen the 

internal government supervisory and coordinate supervisory and response to complaints. This office has 

been made at Qazvin University of Medical Sciences in early 2000.

Security Office

Secretariat for Social Participation of Social Participation Affairs, Non-Governmental 

Organizations and Charities in Health 

Different perspectives have been presented about the fact that what percentage of peopleôs health is at the 

disposal of an organization named the Ministry of Health and Medical Education and its subsidiary 

universities and a share of 10 to 25 percent is accounted for it. In other words, the major part of factors 

affecting the health of people is beyond the control of the health system. Many factors, such as genetics, 

economic, social, as well as cultural issues and, most importantly, lifestyle and human behavior play 

significant roles in the incidence of diseases and occurrence of accidents. Therefore, health goals will not 

be achieved unless all executive agencies and people are involved in improving health care indicators. 

The Comprehensive Health Plan of the province was formed as a high-level document in provincial 

geography in September 2007 by the proposal of Qazvin University of Medical Sciences, supports of the 

Governor-General Office and the Ministry of Health and the approval of Health and Food Security Task 

Force of the province. It aims at providing, maintaining and promoting justly the health of the community 

of the province and determining the operational role of each organization in the promotion of public 

health for the years 2009 - 2014. The plan has followed two general objectives with the "all together for 

the health of everyone" approach:  

1. Improving health indicators of Qazvin province in physical, mental, social and spiritual dimensions  

2. Providing a provincial model for promoting people's health with national uses 

The Secretariat of Social Participation at University has been established since the establishment of 

deputy of Social Affairs of Ministry of Health and Medical Education in 2016. The mission of this 

secretariat is to implement a comprehensive health and healthy human approach with priority for 

prevention instead of treatment as well as priority for taking responsibility, empowered, structured and 

active participation of individuals, family as well as society in provision, maintenance and promotion of 

health and its institutionalization in society, socialization of university activities and promotion of health 

system with the maximum participation of people, institutions and organizations involved in health. 

Secretariat of Research and Review Center of University 

The Gozinesh Center of Qazvin province has been actively started working as a representative of the 

Gozinesh Center of Zanjan province since 1991 and has been working independently since 1996. It has 

always been seriously trying to be able to perform its duties well by relying on Allah Almighty in all 

stages during these years.  

The Gozinesh Center is consists of the following sections:  

The member of the council including five people, the research unit: the member of the research group, the 

researcher, the interview unit, the administrative and support unit.

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Secretariat of the Board of Trustees of the University 

Qazvin University of Medical Sciences and Health Services established the board of trustees in 1991 after 

the approval of the law on the establishment of the board of trustees of universities and institutes of higher 

education and research in the Supreme Council of the Cultural Revolution on March 13, 1989, as well as 

approval of the Financial and Trading Regulations of Universities in the Islamic Consultative Assembly 

on January 16, 2018. The first meeting of the board of trustees was held on December 16, 1991. 

There was no independent secretariat from 1991 to 2007. The Secretariat of the Board of Trustees was 

formed with an expert under the supervision of the university chancellor in 2007. Finally, the 

establishment of the permanent Secretariat of the Board of Trustees of the university was approved by the 

members of the Board of Trustees on February 5, 2011, based on the organizational chart and description 

of its duties and requirements.  

Dr. Hassan Ghazizadeh Hashemi is the Minister and Chairman of the Board of Trustees. The Secretariat 

of the Board of Trustees of the Ministry is chaired by Dr. Hassan Aminlou who is the Ministerial Advisor 

and secretary of the assemblies. Moreover, councils and the boards of trustees work under the supervision 

of Dr. Ali Akbar Haghdoost who is the Deputy of Planning and Legal Affairs. Dr. Manouchehr Mehram, 

the chancellor of the university, is a member and the secretary of the board of trustees, and Mr. 

Abdulmohammad Zahedi, the governor-general, is also a legal member of the board of the trustees. 

In addition to the legal characters, there are currently six prominent scientific, cultural and social 

characters in the country who are also native to the province. Their names are presented below in 

alphabetical order as members of the board of trustees of the university, who have important roles in the 

development of the university:

Dr. Majid Rajabi, the head of the secretariat of the board of trustees, is also advisor to the chancellor of 

the university. The secretariat of the board of trustees of the university carries out the relevant duties with 

one expert under the supervision of the head of the secretariat and chancellery of the university.  

University Public Relations 

The Public Relations of the University of Medical Sciences has been started working under the 

supervision of the chancellery since the foundation of the university with the mission of managing 

internal and external communication, organizing the reflection of the active media of the university and 

holding national and religious rituals. The publication of the monthly newsletter, the recording of 

programs and events, the dissemination of news and production of media products, and collaboration with 

other university units in the education and promotion of public health are among the activities of this unit. 

One of the most important events of public relations of the university since its establishment is the first 

media and health festival in 2009, the creation of several music videos on the topics of the World AIDS 

Day as well as physicians and students, cooperation and holding the third conference of nationwide, non-

Iranian and medical science students and graduates, editing more than five booklets and achieving three 

national and provincial ranks. 

Public Relations of Qazvin University of Medical Sciences has eight sections. News, audiovisual, weekly 

news, electronic public relations, relations with media, content and thinking analysis, publishing, and 

holding events and rituals.
